2. Mount the universal brackets, included with the Low Frequency
Speaker*, and Upper Frame Mount Bracket to the Low
Frequency Speaker using the 1/4"-20 bolts that came with the
kit. The Upper Frame Mount Bracket fits between the universal
bracket by aligning the two holes on the universal brackets to
the two holes on the Upper Frame Mount Bracket, as shown in
Fig 2. Loosely tighten.

3. Locate the two bolts on the passenger side of the vehicle
frame, as shown in Fig. 2. Loosen these bolts enough to slide
the bracket behind the bolt washers. The Upper Frame Mount
Bracket is slotted so it is not necessary to remove the bolts.

4. Tighten the two vehicle bolts to 35 ft-Ib.

5. Connect the speaker wire harness to the back of the speaker.

6. Rotate the speaker so that the mesh grille is towards the
ground. Tighten the 1/4"-20 bolts on the universal bracket to
15 ft-lbs.

7. Install the front bumper cover assembly reversing the steps

to remove it.
