3.	 Put paint in the top of each screw.
4.	 Align bracket on vehicle at light’s desired 

location.
5.	 Take care to transfer paint from end of screw to 

mirror surface to mark drill location.
6.	 Take mirror off of the vehicle.
7.	 Use #25 drill bit to drill clearance hole for a 6-32 

machine screw.
8.	 Mount bracket to mirror using provided 6-32 

screws.
9.	 Mount light to bracket.
10.	 Use 3/8” drill bit to drill hole in mirror for the wire 

harness to go through.
11.	 Mount mirror back onto vehicle.
